Assessment methods

You will need to create a portfolio of evidence, which will
include consultation record sheets for each client.

Some units will have multiple choice question papers,
assignments, written questions and at the end of the
apprenticeship you will have to achieve an End Point
Assessment (EPA). This is a skills test of all the things learnt
during the qualification and is graded: fail, pass or
distinction. Achieving either a pass or distinction
grade tells an employer that you are ready for work.

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Wages

weekly salary based on 40
hours per week = £166.00.
When qualified you would
move onto minimum

wage for your age group.
